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Frisco in Fort Worth V - Facilities
    The purpose of this series of articles is to describe Frisco activities in Fort Worth in the late 1950’s 
    and early 1960’s.  The series includes articles about Frisco freight operations including switching 
    boundaries, customers, interchanges, freight forwarding, industrial districts, yards, team tracks, ware
    houses, grain elevators, freight house, etc. 
 
    This month we discuss the facilities.

    Frisco Freight House

    The Frisco Freight House (Figure VI-1, Frisco Freight Station) in Fort Worth was located at 700 West 
    Vickery, approximately 2 miles from the West Yard. There were three tracks serving the freight house 
    with a total capacity of 12 cars.  This freight house handled all Frisco merchandise, both inbound and 
    outbound, to and from connecting lines, and handled and worked trap cars to and from connections.  
    An aerial view of the station shows the size of the station.  The structure on the left side was the pri-
    mary freight shed (Figure VI-2 Frisco Freight Station aerial view 2005.)

  points.  To qualify for the AP 
  a score of 87.5 must be made.  
  The maximum point total is 
  125 which I assume doesn’t 
  happen often if ever at all.  

  Myself on the other hand, need-
  ed five more structures to pass 
  as I only had one entry at The 
  Lone Star Region Convention.  
  The six passing structures that 
  I submitted scored point totals 
  of 97-113 points.   I’ve done a 
  lot of scratch building through 
  the years and my two favorite 
  structures are Corley’s Crow’s 
  Nest and Bailey Brothers Pack-
  aging.

  Corley’s is a structure built 
  from my memory of where my 
  family filled up the boat before 
  we went salmon fishing around 

  The San Juan Islands in the 60’s.  I remember going in there to 
  stock up on candy, chips and soda for our day long fishing trips.  
  Corley’s is a five sided structure with multiple deck levels with 
  floating gas pumps.  I added a lot of details and numerous figures 
  to make it as interesting as possible.  Corley’s scored a total of 112.  
  Bailey Brothers is a HUGE multiple level structure with a total of 
  nine different roof pitches.  The Bailey Brothers structure was 
  made to fill a spot on the layout and scored the same 112 points.

    Split delivery service was offered at the Fort Worth freight house. 
 
    A joint SL-SF - StLSW Freight House was located at the East end of Central Avenue in North Fort Worth   
    approximately 5 miles from the West Yard, This freight house was operated by StLS.W personnel. No 
    Frisco merchandise was handled through this freight house and the primary function of the facility 
    was to serve industries located in North Fort Worth, handling the billing of carload freight.
 

    The volume of merchandise moving through the freight house at 700 West Vickery did not require 
    special equipment for loading or unloading of cars.
 
    Salvage Depot
    Merchandise damaged in transit is sent to the freight house. Public auction sales were held and items 
    singly or in lots could be purchased by the highest bidder.
