Planning A Railroad

The August program will be presented by Jerry Hoverson, MMR #347, from the
Trinity River Division 3. In the past Jerry has served as the 2009 LSR Convention
Chairman, the D3 Director, and is currently the D3 Meeting Master. In 2010,
Jerry was honored with the Freitag — Loeffler Award for service and contributions
to the LSR.
