NWSL Chopper or a Razor Saw with a Miter Box. The Chopper is highly recommended as it makes multiple
precision cuts much easier. Choppers are available at Discount Model Trains in Addison, TX. (provided they are

not sold out) If using a Choppet, make sure to have a sharp blade installed.
220-grit or higher Sand Paper. A 220-grit Sanding Sponge works really well.

Glue — Yellow Carpenters Glue is preferred and highly recommended. Elmer’s White Glue (NOT School Glue) or
Aileen’s Tacky Glue can also be used.

Glue Applicator. Can use a Toothpick, Sewing Pin, Micro-Brush, etc.

Shot glass is recommended but not required. Concaved bottom of shot glass allows for an area to place glue which
can easily be accessed.

Small head Phillips and Slot screwdrivers.
Wire Cutters.

Small Pliers to bend wire.

Pin Vise and small Drill Bits.

Acrylic Paint (black, grey or boxcar red)
Small Paint Brush (if needed for touch-up)

India Ink (NOT Actylic Ink) and a pint of 91% Alcohol. (Can use the Ink/Alcohol mix from the depot clinic).
(Hobby Lobby has stocked Dt. Ph Martins India Ink.)

A leak proof container for mixing and storing the Ink/Alcohol.
Scale Ruler.
Paper Towels.

Pencil with sharp point.

Optlonal parts for the Flat Car are;
Decal Set or Dry Transfers.

Flat piece of brass or lead, especially if you want to run the car without a load. It should not be very thick but you will
need some weight to help track the car correctly.

Casting or set of castings for a load (some castings can be drilled out to add weight).

Howdy chow hounds, this month we bring
you a recipe from the Chicago &
Northwestern Railway System that serves
eight: Salagamundy Salad, the perfect
cold meal for this warming weather. It only
takes 30 minutes to prepare and an hour to
chill before it is ready to serve.

Salagamundy Salad

Ingredients:

* 2 cups ham, cooked and diced

* 1/2 cup sweet pickles, chopped

* 1/2 cup potatoes, cooked and diced

* 2 hard-boiled eggs, chopped fine

* 1/2 cup carrots, cooked and diced

* 1 cup mayonnaise

* 1/2 cup string beans, cooked

* 24 beet slices

* 1/2 cup dressing (see recipe above
right)

* 16 lettuce leaves

Instructions:

Place ham and vegetables in a bowl with
the dressing and marinate for 20 minutes.
Next add pickle, eggs, and mayonnaise,
then mix well (take care not to mash the
vegetables). Arrange crisp lettuce leaves on
a place, garnish with beets cut into
diamond shapes, and add a scoop of the
salad mixture to the center of the lettuce.
